Decreto vai criar grupo de trabalho com
representantes de oito ministérios

Decree will institute work group formed by
representatives of eight Ministries

ministro das Cidades, Marcio Fortes de

Almeida, participou de audiéncia publica
na Camara dos Deputados, dia 6/10, realizada
pelas comissdes de Fiscalizagdo Financeira
e Controle, de Desenvolvimento Urbano e de
Turismo e Desporto, para tratar de temas liga-
dos a Copa de 2014.

Marcio Fortes disse que estdo programados
R$ 5 bilhdes para financiamento dos projetos
do Programa de Aceleracdo do Crescimento
(PAC) da Copa na area de transporte e de
mobilidade urbana. Esta em estudo estender
modais existentes nas cidades sedes ou implan-
tar veiculos leves sobre trilhos ou sobre rodas
(VLTs e VLPs), Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) ou
aero-trilhos, que funcionem de forma integrada.
O ministro enfatizou que os projetos de BRT
nao sao simples corredores de Onibus, mas
linhas isoladas onde transitem veiculos articu-
lados com grande capacidade de passageiros.
Fortes disse que sera publicado decreto forma-
lizando o grupo de trabalho que esta envolvido
na Copa de 2014, formado pelos ministérios do
Planejamento, Esporte, Fazenda, Turismo e Casa
Civil, além dos ministérios que estao relacionados
com o evento, como Cidades, Saude, Justica.

O PAC proporcionou salto de investimentos em
saneamento, com R$ 40 bilhdes até 2010. Estas
obras, segundo o ministro, serdo importantes
para a Copa. Ele lembrou que Lula ja anunciou
o PAC 2, que tera maior agilidade, pois as pre-
feituras hoje tém equipes técnicas formadas
para execucdo dos projetos. “Tem que haver
preocupacdo de finalizar as obras antes do
evento, pois obras inacabadas causardao mais
transtornos ainda”, afirmou o ministro. e

Fortes de Almeida, was present at the pub-
lic hearing held on October 6, at the House of
Representatives. The hearing was carried out by the
Financial and Control Surveillance Boards for Urban
and Tourism Development and Sports, and dis-
cussed issues related to the 2014 FIFA World Cup.

According to the government representative, a
R$5-billion financing will be directed to transpor-
tation and urban mobility projects for the World
Cup PAC (Program do Accelerate Growth). The
study includes expanding the reach of the existing
modals in the cities hosting the event, or imple-
menting light rail vehicles (LRT), Bus Rapid Transit
(BRT), or air rails which operate in an integrated
manner. The minister stressed that BRT projects
are not simply bus corridors, but isolated lines
for articulated vehicles with a large capacity for
passengers. Fortes disclosed the publication of
a decree to formalize the work team involved in
the preparation of the soccer competition, which
is formed by the Planning, Sports, Finance and
Tourism Ministries, as well as by the Presidential
Staff Office and the Ministries related to the World
Cup, like Urban Development, Health and Justice.

The PAC program provided an increase in sanita-
tion investments, which will total R$40 billion until
2010. According to the minister, these projects
will be important for the world tournament.
He reminded that President Lula has already
announced the PAC 2, which will be more agile,
since the cities’ administrations already have
technical teams for the execution of the projects.
“We must commit to concluding the works before
the event, since unfinished works will cause even
more trouble,” said the minister. ®
